ROSE SURVEY GUIDELINES
Ventura County Rose Society

“Good to Grow – 100 Roses for the Ventura County Garden”
This is a very simple form which should be a great help in preparing for our March meeting.   Following are a few explanations of the areas covered on the following form.

1.  Name, City, and Contact Info.   Contact information can be either an email address (preferable) or a telephone number.  

2.  Climate Zone.  If you know your Sunset Western Garden’s Climate Zone, please note it here (e.g., Thousand Oaks is CZ 21).  We ALSO need to know whether your climate is “Coastal”(“C”) or “Inland”(“I”).   Many of us have a combination of the two, but the predominant influence your roses deal with in your garden (moisture from the Coast or dry heat inland) is what we need here.  
3.  Spraying roses.  Do you spray for fungus diseases—rust, black spot, powdery mildew, etc.?  If so, note approximately how often you do so, e.g., never; only annual dormant spray; once in spring and fall; several times each in spring and fall; monthly, etc.  
4.  Rose Evaluation Table.  List the Name, Color, Type (HT, Floribunda, Shrub, Austin, Tea, Hybrid Perpetual, Bourbon, etc.) AND some Brief Comments.  Jot down comments such as FRAGRANCE, if any; the BLOOM FORM and LASTING QUALITIES on the bush or in a vase; whether it’s a FAST REPEATER or not; and the overall VIGOR of the plant—a strong, healthy specimen or one with weak lanky growth; stays small or grows tall, etc.     
There is an extra blank “Rose Evaluation Table” after the first page for you to print out as many extra pages as necessary to add all of the roses you’d like to recommend.  Feel free to add your own pages with additional comments about any of the roses you recommend and bring them to the meeting.   
We would like to collect your sheets at the end of the evening (they can be returned to you if you need them back).  Neatness does NOT count—as long as your handwriting is somewhat legible! 

Many thanks to everyone for taking the time to compile all of this great information.   Your personal evaluation of the roses you grow will make the “Good to Grow – 100 Roses for the Ventura County Garden” a valuable guide for all of us who grow roses in the greater Ventura County area!
